Mac OS X issues related to wysiwyg editors

Bugs in Mac OS safari browser:

After exploring KHTML C source files (safari engine) we examine that it is not supporting even some basic built in JavaScript functions which are the base for every available wysiwyg editor now a days. If we talk about in more technical terms then we can say that it’s really obvious that this contentEditable and designmode really isn't finshed in terms of exposing the API to Javascript (KJS).These problems are due to poor support for design mode in Safari(for Mac OS). The kHTML engine of safari is not even close to the support that MSIE or Mozilla has for design mode. The designMode/contentEditable support of Safari is not even close to alpha since a simple task like selecting content and performing a bold/italic operation on it fails if you select the text from right to left instead of left to right.
Another issue with the wysiwyg editor development for Safari is that it lacks a good JS debugger/console.Each time when a developer gets an error in Safari it states stuff like "Unknown error at line 0". Well that doesn't give developer much information to go on. Other browsers show  developers the correct line number or even a stack trace of where the error occurred. Even if Safari is the best standards-compliant browser it's not the best for JS development, in fact it's the worst one (developer comments about safari).The current designmode support is so very limited it's hard to even get the most basic functions to work. It still lacks a lot of the basic midas/execCommand support.
Tinymce is  a free wysiwyg editor which has rich features and is used by many web developers across the world. The development team is in contact with the developers of Safari. They r continuously reporting the bugs to the Apple development team. A number of TinyMCE related bugs are already in the http://bugzilla.opendarwin.org/buglist. … nt=tinymce. Showing the Webkit team is committed/has tinyMCE on the radar, tinyMCE made it to the Safari Compatibility Hit List:http://webkit.opendarwin.org/projects/c … tlist.html. So developers of safari are working on the isssues and hopefully in the next version of safari they will overcome these issues and tinymce will behave normally as it does on all browsers on Windows platform.

I have tested two biggest mail servers on Mac mini with mac Os x. If u will try to compose email over mac mini in both servers u will find the editor they have used will not be visible to the user. It is most solid proof for me of the above statements. Same is true for  gmail too.
